Amendment No. 2 to explanatory report
Busker’s Ethical Code

• As buskers, we become a part of Prague’s cultural life. Let us, therefore, behave in a civilized manner and maintain good relations with passers-by, citizens and Prague employees.

• Unless we jam together, let’s make an effort to keep sufficient distance from other musicians in order not to disturb one another or take one another’s audience. Let us respect one another

• The new ordinance clearly states rules and places for engaging in busking (quiet and loud busking, etc.). If someone rightfully admonishes us for excessively loud or inappropriate productions, let us make effort to oblige them or change location. Let us use common sense. It is always better to yield. There are still always enough other places for performing.
• Every busker is the creator of his or her own performance and is responsible for what he or she presents to his street audience. Vulgar, dangerous, aggressive or hostile behaviour and unwillingness to co-operate with others are inadmissible for us.
• We do not perform on roads and we do not block traffic (pedestrian or motor). Let us make an effort not to perform in places where we could make the only possible passage impassable. Suitable spaces are spacious areas and wide roads.
•Let us not block entrances to buildings or shops.

•Let us strive not to infringe acceptable noise limits – let us play only acoustically, or possibly use only weak amplifiers for instruments that otherwise cannot be heard. Louder and more numerous productions can be carried out on in selected places, suitable for such a purpose (see the ordinance).

• When leaving, let us clean after us, if necessary also after our audience that stopped by.

• Let’s refrain from chasing passers-by with a hat. One thing is to walk about with a hat in front of a captivated audience, another one is to come in the way of random passers-by and solicit money. That is beyond the limits of decency. The best place for a hat or a case is the ground.

• The usual practice of a busker is not to stay in one place for more than one hour, so that musicians can alternate in attractive places. An hour and a half is the absolute maximum (also in terms of monotony of the production).

• Let us share information with other buskers on www.busking.cz for instance about possible obstacles and problems regarding the police, pickpockets, problematic shop keepers, local people, etc. The better the communication among us, the easier our outward communication will be, which means that we will be greeted with a better attitude.
• It is appropriate to observe busker’s etiquette for ourselves and all other buskers, so that we can maintain good relations with citizens, authorities and the City of Prague and in order for busking to develop as a respected part of our culture, which our city can be proud of.
